SJ series operate very fast with joint speeds of about 180°/sec. It restrains disarrangement of the ambient atmosphere by keeping its swinging motion to minimum. It keeps the working environment clean with no deposition of dust on the glass substrate it is above the driving structure of the robot. It holds Federal standard 209D, class 10 (equivalent to ISO class 4 standard) for clean room operation.


SJ series achieve high precision positioning with its “Observer Control” which restrains generation of vibration. The robots come with the latest Nachi Ax controller which provides high reliability and intelligent control.
